The
notice shall be published one time only within 14 days, in the legal ad section of a
newspaper of general circulation in the area affected. For the purpose of this rule,
"publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected" means
publication in a newspaper meeting the requirements of Section 50.011 and
50.031, F.S., in the county where the activity is to take place. The applicant shall
provide proof of publication to the Department, at 160 Governmental Center,
Pensacola, Florida 32501, within seven days of publication. Failure to publish the
notice and provide proof of publication within the allotted time may result in the
denial of the permit
